RECREATIONAL ACCESS AT OUR LOCAL BEACHES FOR ALL...OR NONE .....
OR (what the heck is going on out there?) Editdnall. Boli

The past year the local paddling community has segaral situations which threaten to
restrict our access to public waterways. The ieicit La Jolla Shores where a rental
kayak injured a swimmer received weeks of presei@ge. (Status: although the captain
of the lifeguards said the rules and signage wohéthge this spring to enforce a larger
swim area, none of those changes have been iestitWe're presuming they don't have
the funds ....) A few months ago our local buddiethe La Jolla Swim Club asked us to
attend a meeting of La Jolla Shores Assocationipsrting a ban of jet skis - personal
water crafts - from the area. (Several years loaekof our kayakers was run over by a
jetski ....)

I'm
not sure if you or your group are familiar with tea and it's closure to kayakers,
canoes, all access actually, in the past 2-3 y®atise direction of the State Park
System/Rangers here without any considerationt$dong term recreational use in
effect. There are several miles of interconneatatkrways, including a coastal river
system and estuary between the Torrey Pines StaehBthe Coast Highway Bridge over
the waterway and Interstate 5 along Carmel VdRewgd, etc. Local residents and all
others who desired to used this water area for ngaays without hindrance until very



recently. It was until very recently and coulddegin a superb place to kayak/canoe
including access to and from the ocean and sepesalible launch/portage points in and
around the area. It's a beautiful area.

It is a "navigable waterway" and "navigable watexs'U.S. Code, Federal

Regulation and landmark court cases have defirad thFYI- Google "navigable
waters" It should not have been closed off conepyeind forever by the action of
perhaps a narrow interest group, including anteas@nvironmental concerns, and
birdwatchers.

| am organizing and working with several groupduding local residents, United
Anglers of Southern California(I'm a member), anigiested agencies, I've been in
contact with the U.S. Attorney Office in San Dieyad the Army Corps of Engineers.
The State Parks Director/Northern District Supewisr the San Diego area has agreed
to a meeting at a yet to be determined date analtiondiscuss this matter. Their
representatives may include State Park/Reservei@l§j Rangers and biologists.

I'd like to discuss this issue and see if you amak group are concerned about these
waterway access issues and and if you would likeetpart of this effort, meet with state
officials, or at least be identified as a grouphvan interest in these matters. | would
greatly appreciate a call from you or someoneiafétl with your group. Thank ydu.

Obviously, there are many aspects to these issuktha "right" and "wrong" of each
situation is difficult to determine. Recreatioaalcess to waterways is a basic American
right which is facing more restrictions and regulas then ever. Our conscience has
been pricked regarding the rights of others onathter ways, safety, the preservation of
natural wildlife and fish, our impact on the dete@&cosystems through pollution and
traffic, and most recently the costs involved. Batskis! (And how far behind will there
be a ban on kayaks?) Give each craft their oweysadine marked with buoys! (And
how long before kayaks are restricted to the pogueatity areas, as happened at San
Onofre?) Allow kayaks to paddle into Children'sv€b (Okay, that is my idea .... but it
would definitely scare the seals out, at least wthely see us landing our kayaks in the
surf ....)

Our stand here at SDKC - get informed, get invoj\ael be the most polite and caring
representative of the sport when out on the waters.

We'll keep you informed as things happen.

Drought, population, and the fact we live in a desemmunity has all contributed to a
crisis in water management. The county of San ®legs asked us all to do our part in
preserving water. We have received plenty of utdions how to restrict water useage at
home, at work, and in landscaping, but what camavas paddlers?

1. Wash that kayak after paddling with one gallbwater, not a hose!

2. Use a container of fresh water to soak all afrymaddling clothes together, rather
than wash them separately. Line dry - really feeshthem up!

3. Report water waste in our area. (We caughtlag@inkler watering a beach at

Mission Bay - a clear waste of H20, and S.D. pagtmtenance is checking it out after
receiving our tip on their hot-line.)

4, Take fewer showers and drink only beer. (OKagt is my idea, too. But | know
a few kayakers who already do this .... way to eoreswater, Night Herons!)
